Secrets of Dxpedition Doctoring by Arnold I. Shatz, M.D., FACS, N6HC

Ever since my first CW contact with Danny Weil, who traveled the world in his sailboat Yasme, the thought of going to an exotic isle to set up an amateur radio station and talk to the world intrigued me.  It was only after I “retired” from active medical practice that the opportunity presented itself and I could spend six weeks away from home.  But there was a proviso that was proffered with the invitation to join a full-fledged, world class Dxpedition…providing medical coverage for the team in addition to the usual activities that everyone is expected to do.  I knew going to medical school had a golden lining!  This was my ticket into the world of the Dxpeditioner.

How does one prepare for this responsibility?  There is no hospital, pharmacy or surgical supply warehouse on a deserted island to call upon should a contingency arise.  What type of medical/surgical situations could present themselves that might require my expertise?  What should a Dxpedition doctor bring along to adequately deal with these   situations?  Here is how I decided to provide health services for my teammates.

There are many web sites available that provide guidance regarding necessary vaccinations and precautions that should be taken by visitors to various parts of the world.  It is prudent to ask each team member to consult the web site and consider their own health and immunization status against the precautions defined by the experts in travel medicine. http://www.travmed.com A thorough check-up by their primary care physician and dentist prior to embarking on long distance travel should be considered mandatory.  It is far better to discover a pending problem at home then trying to deal with that same problem with very limited medical resources.

As the medical officer for the trip, I ask for an outline of each team member’s vital statistics, medical and surgical history, the name, dosage and frequency of administration of all medications (prescription and over-the-counter) as well as allergies to foods and medications.  This information gives me some insight into what problems I may encounter with each individual and what special medications or supplies may become necessary.  Each individual is responsible for bringing their own medications including their treatment of choice for motion sickness.  I encourage each member to put a personal first aid kit together. This should include an extra pair of eye glasses, sun screen and sun glasses, SPF lip balm, band-aids, antibiotic ointment, insect repellant and analgesic of choice.

My medical kit contains specialized supplies that may become necessary in specific situations.  Much of the contents of this kit are available only to a licensed medical practitioner.  Please see Appendix #1. 

Notice that there is no cardiac monitor, defibrillator, oxygen tank, Ambu bag or pulse oximeter.  I am not in a position to provide advanced cardiac life support on an isolated ocean isle.  Fortunately, I have not needed these supplies in the past, but there have been Dxpeditions where fatal heart attacks have occurred, e.g., Aves Island Dxpedition  - April, 2006.  

Each individual should have current medical insurance coverage. It is prudent to purchase evacuation insurance should an emergency situation occur and a swift exit from the island becomes mandatory.  I have purchased coverage through DAN (Divers Action Network) for $29.00/year.

On my last two Dxpeditions, I have utilized almost everything in my medical kit!  Fortunately, I have not been lacking anything in my medical kit…yet.  Since all my trips have included air and sea travel, I have treated motion sickness quite frequently.  Prophylactic use of a “scope patch” is highly recommended because seasickness can be accompanied by nausea, vomiting, loss of appetite and dehydration.  Being in that state makes you useless as a team member, once landfall is made.  Recovery may take a day or two and a valuable set of hands and a strong back are lost to the team setting up the camp and equipment.  

Dehydration can occur from plain hard work in the hostile environment of an exposed ocean island.  It is mandatory to take frequent work breaks with water consumption, salt tablet supplements or electrolyte solutions.  Proper clothing should include long sleeved shirts and pants made from lightweight and quick drying material as well as a broad brimmed hat to protect your ears, nose, lips and neck. Work gloves protect the hands from lacerations and blisters.  Failure to heed this recommendation usually results in a first or  second degree sun burn which can incapacitate an individual and make for a very uncomfortable and less than memorable trip.  If ice is not available for topical treatment of the burn, then sedation and analgesics are the only relief available.  

Gastrointestinal disorders are a common problem.  The diet on a Dxpedition is usually quite different than what one’s system has become accustomed.  It may be quite salty due to the use of ocean fish as the main entrée.  Dehydration can lead to constipation and local water, unless it is bottled, can result in traveler’s diarrhea.  Food and drinking water safety is key to maintaining a happy intestinal tract.  This also includes hand washing prior to eating and after using the “long drop”.

Marine hazards present unique opportunities for medical care.  Jellyfish, ray or urchin stings can be quite painful and result in infection.  Insect bites by mosquitoes, spiders, bees or ticks present their own set of nuisances.  Avoid contact with dangerous marine life, wear protective, aquatic foot covering and liberally use insect repellant.

On two of the three major expeditions in which I have participated, lacerations of the extremities were sustained that required sutures.  It was gratifying to both the patient and the physician that we were well prepared.  

A case of earwax occluding the external auditory canal resulting in impaired hearing was one of the more unusual maladies that I have managed.  A fractured ankle was probably the most serious occurrence that befell one of my teammates. 

Accepting medical responsibility for twelve to twenty-four Dxpeditioners can be daunting but very satisfying, especially when you are well prepared and everything goes smoothly. I have played a part in the K7C, 3B7C and TX5C Dxpeditions. I’m looking forward to my next radio and doctoring adventure.

This is a FB score! We operated in Class 2A with the “Truckee Gang” from the fire lookout station on Martis Peak, overlooking Lake Tahoe from about 8,500’. Actually – we only saw Lake Tahoe part of the time, due to the thick cloud of smoke from all of the fires burning throughout California that week. We literally “threw” this operation together over about a two-week time period after Jack, KF6T, met with the guys in Truckee during one of their weekly Friday gatherings and presented our Field Day proposal. Still – we managed to get everything and everyone up to the site without leaving anything behind.  

We didn’t have any particular QSO goals at the start of the weekend other than to emphasize CW over SSB. As you can see from the scoring table above, 70% of our QSOs were on CW. We also concluded that on-air conditions would be comparable this year to last and, all things being equal, we felt we could put up a competitive score from the west coast this year. As it turned out, we were a little disappointed at not making more than 2,000 QSOs. However, we did pretty good considering that band conditions were not all that great.  

One of the highlights of our setup for 2008 was using Elecraft K3 radios for all stations. This was my first experience with this little radio and I came away impressed. One thing for sure, there is a lot more in this little box than meets the eye! For antennas, we used a C3 that was mounted on a Viet Nam era pushup mast at about 40’. We also had Jack’s 15-meter 2-element monobander up about 25’ doing a FB job on that band, plus the usual wires on 40 and 80. The 15-meter antenna is the one you may have read about in the July issue of QST. The weather was almost perfect this year. I expected nights to be freezing at 8,500 feet, but it was actually quite nice. Besides, our operating location was inside the fire lookout station, which was not yet operational for this year’s fire season. 

One of the highlights of the weekend for me was watching 15 year-old Curtis (KI6ESK) making contacts on the GOTA station. He even managed to work a KH6 on 6 meters off the back of the beam! If this young man represents the future of ham radio, then we are in good hands indeed. Another highlight was having my wife and daughter deliver a catered Italian dinner to us on Saturday night. Imagine dining with Spaghetti and Chicken Parmesan, along with fresh bread and salad during Field Day!

My hearty thanks go out to all of our participants who worked hard to put this all together – (in no particular order) KF6T (Jack), W6EU (Jim), N6XI (Rick), WC6H (Rich), KI6ESK (Curtis), WK6I (Jeff), K6ST (Barry), W6DRX (Pat) and WX6V (Jim).

DXCC NEWS (DXCC YEARBOOK). The ARRL Letter reports: "DXCC Yearbook Includes Corrected DXCC Honor Roll: According to DXCC Manager Bill Moore, NC1L, the 2007 Honor Roll list published in the August 2008 issue of QST was inadvertently produced from a 'corrupted report feature' in the DXCC software. 'Since the DXCC Honor Roll report is too large for a line-by-line review, random samplings [of the list] were checked and many [listings] were found to be okay,' Moore said. 'It was not until the complete report was published that we found the report had more errors than originally

thought. Publishing a simple correction in an upcoming issue of QST is not possible. We have expanded the 2007 DXCC Yearbook to accommodate a complete reprint of the 2007 Honor Roll list. This is something many of you have suggested in previous years. The 2007 Honor Roll list will also be published on the DXCC Web site and this list will be separate from the current 'live' online Honor Roll list. We regret any inconvenience caused

by this and we appreciate your patience and understanding.' The 2007 DXCC Yearbook is the largest ever, with an additional 16 pages, and features articles about the year's DXing activities, the Clinton B. DeSoto Cup and DXCC Challenge standings. The DXCC Yearbook is mailed free to all ARRL members who have submitted a DXCC application between January 1 and December 31 of the prior year or are current on the DXCC Honor Roll.

KP5, DESECHEO (In Case You Missed It!). Over the past few weeks there has been speculation of an upcoming operation to Descheo Island (KP5) to take place in November. This bulletin is to provide the DX community with the actual facts on what has been going on and what will possibly happen.

   Several DX publications were notified about two months ago that the United States Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) had decided to allow certain amateur radio operators who have made an inquiry about operating from Desecheo in the recent past an opportunity to submit a proposal (approximately 20 individuals). OPDX and others were told to NOT publish

anything in fear of jeopardizing the process. As of this time, "NO ONE" has been selected to operate from KP5. The following information was provided by an "informed source" to bring everyone up-to-date and explain what events took place:

   "There is a tentative agreement to facilitate access to the Desecheo Island National Wildlife Refuge by Amateur Radio operators in conjunction with future USFWS management activities in the refuge. The plan would allow Amateur Radio activation of Desecheo for up to 14 days under strict

guidelines and close USFWS supervision.

   USFWS expects to grant a Special Use Permit (SUP) for amateur radio operations to one group selected from among large number of prior applicants. These applicants have recently been contacted by the agency and provided a  number of stringent requirements that must be met.  They were told that if they are still interested in operating from Desecheo

they had 45 days to submit a proposal. The letter was dated June 30, 2008, with an August 14th deadline. The final selection will be made based upon which proposal best satisfies USFWS requirements. The timing of this operation is still uncertain but is likely to be in the September through December 2008 time frame. The actual dates of the operation are dependent on a number of variables, but the team and Dxers should have a minimum of 30 days notice.

   We are not sure, but we believe as many as a dozen proposals have been submitted. Apparently, the final selection will be made by a three person

panel. Continue to remain patient as the selection process proceeds. Apparently, Dxers worldwide can look forward to the first  USFWS-authorized activation of Desecheo Island in many years."

ADDED NOTE: Last good operation took place in December 2005, which was a short DXpedition by Kam Sirageldin/N3KS and Dave Collingham/K3LP as KP5/N3KS and KP5/K3LP.

Didier of "support and help for this expedition". The only problem they have is local logistic, especially the dates for the use of military planes flights and boat departures. He assures that all the necessary authorizations are in hand. Didier states, "Believe us about our will

to do a most perfect as possible DXpedition to the Glorioso. For that, safety first is our goal." All operators are personels of the French Military Defense, and they all have professional assignments which has priority over all, including the DXpedition. No civilian operators are allowed in the crew. Currently there are NO fixed dates for this operation, but Didier is doing his best to lead a DXpedition to Gloriosos before the end of this year. He also states, "It must be said that without all

combined elements gathered, I prefer postponing the operations as often as it will be necessary. I continue to work hard to put the Gloriosos on the air and know that's not very easy..... 73's de Didier, F5OGL"

SB PROP ARL ARLP034 Propagation de K7RA

Thanks to Carl Luetzelschwab, K9LA for writing the excellent bulletin last week.  If you missed it, be sure to check http://www.arrl.org/w1aw/prop/2008 arlp033.html because it is full of useful information.

Our sun is still not producing any sunspots.  As mentioned in previous bulletins, the peak of the last cycle was a double peak, so perhaps we are in the midst of an extended bottom.

Roger Lapthorn, G3XBM reported six-meter observations.''Following on from comments in the Aug 8th propagation bulletin, I'd

like to mention Aug 6th when, here in the UK on just a small VHF collinear, I heard both D4C and K1TOL on 6m CW. The Cape Verde station was working a string of EU stations and peaked at 539 with

me. Lefty, K1TOL (who I worked last year on 6m with just 2.5W!) was 569 and a solid signal for 15 minutes. A little later I was able to work N2MM on 10m SSB with just 10W and a halo antenna.

My summary is that 6m (and 10m) truly is a magic band if one can hear such DX on such a simple antenna ...and at sunspot minimum. Last year's experience of working K1TOL confirmed that it is possible to work such DX too with a bit of luck and decent sporadic-E''.

The following is from Scott Bidstrup, WA7UZO, and is so interesting I thought I should include it in its entirety.

''I live in Costa Rica (EK70rc), and at this low latitude, propagation is significantly different than in the States.  I have been having a lot of fun exploring those differences, and recently

downloaded and installed BeaconSee to watch propagation from the NCDXF/IARU beacon network.  And I have noticed something you might find to be quite interesting. While monitoring the NOAA space weather page at http://www.swpc.noaa.gov/SWN/index.html I discovered that when a boundary crossing occurs, there seems to be a mode switch in the propagation I see here in Costa Rica.

If the Bz component is strongly positive, on 20m. and 15m., I see fairly strong signals from the 4U1UN beacon in New York, and moderately strong signals from the OA4B beacon in Peru. I can also see a weak signal from W6WX and occasionally KH6WO, and in the early morning from the ZS6 and 5Z4 beacons as well. When a boundary crossing occurs, it's like someone throws a switch - over three or four minutes, 4U1UN fades, the W6 and KH6 beacons disappear, and OA4B booms in.  The bands will get somewhat noisy until the Bz becomes settled in the decidedly negative, at which point the noise will subside and the OA4B beacon will become so strong I can even hear it in the 100mw mode. But I can hear practically nothing else on the band, and see the 4U1UN beacon only very weakly.  When the bands are in this mode, 10m. is open to South America, but only to stations in an arc across the middle of the continent from Santiago to a range from Buenos Aires to Sao Paulo - no other stations need apply.

This bimodality seems to be inversely correlated to solar wind speed. the higher the wind speed, the smaller the effect.  It seems to be positively correlated with the proton density - the stronger the proton flux, the stronger the signals from South America''.
